Deferral of Offer of Admission – procedure for website
If you wish to defer your offer of admission you must have the approval of the department to which you have been admitted.  A fee equivalent to that of the application fee will apply.  Approval of a request to defer is at the discretion of the department.

Upon receipt of the request the department will review your admission.  Should the deferral request be approved, the department will notify Graduate Program Services (GPS) and a new offer of admission will be issued.  
Should the request to defer be denied the department will notify you directly.  You will then have the opportunity of retaining the offer already in hand (provided you have already accepted said offer or the offer has not yet expired) or asking that the application be held for consideration with the applicant pool in the semester to which you requested the deferral.
Following are the steps to request a deferral of the admission:
· Mail or email a request to defer directly to the department to which you were admitted.  The letter should clearly indicate the semester of choice.
· Access the on-line application and apply to the program for the new semester of choice.  The request to defer will not be considered until both the online application is received and the letter or email of request.
