Show 1:

Topic: Introduction to the Bahá’í Faith, paper presented to the United Nations
This show was the first show and outlined the basic beliefs of the Bahá’ís. It described the fundamental principles of the Bahá’í Faith as well as its administration. An interview was held with Dr. Brian O’Toole who had recently presented a paper on behalf of the Bahá’í International Community at the United Nations in New York. The paper outlined the work that he has been doing in Guyana for over 30 years working in the field of development. He has own NGO that deals with youth empowerment, child labour, and other social issues.
Show 2:

Topic: History and introduction as well as the persecution of the Bahá’ís in Iran
This show was a brief introduction to the Bahá’í community and history. Then an interview was held with Dr. Khosrow Farahbakhsh who has lived through the persecution of the Bahá’ís in Iran where they are currently being denied access to higher education. He provided some background to the issue as well as the results that he is aware of in relation to this matter. There was also an interview with Wildfire Dance Theatre which is a dance troupe that demonstrates social issues through the use of performing arts since they had recently performed in Guelph.
Show 3:

Topic: Fasting and violence against women
This show outlined the Bahá’í practice of Fasting during 2 March to 20 March each year. There was also an interview with Beverley McAleese and Rachel Farahbakhsh on the topic of violence against women. Both of these women have experience in this field and presented the Bahá’í perspective on the issue. They were discussing a recent document from the Bahá’í International Community titled “Beyond Legal Reforms: Culture and Capacity in the Eradication of Violence Against Women and Girls”.
Show 4:

Topic: Fasting, the world today, interaction of science and religion, women’s rights
This show discussed the world today from a Bahá’í perspective as well as explored the rights of women. The UN Day for women’s rights and international peace coincided with this show and hence was timely. The Bahá’í practice of Fasting was further elaborated during this show.
Show 5:

Topic: The world today, history and racism from a Bahá’í perspective
This show was multifaceted and discussed some of the history of the Bahá’í Faith as well as the topic of racism from a Bahá’í standpoint. The topic of racism is something that the Bahá’í Faith stands against at all levels and forms. The fundamental purpose of the Bahá’í Faith is to bring about world unity and this is impossible with processes such as racism.

Show 6:

Topic: Persecution of the Bahá’ís in Egypt
This show was dedicated in its entirety to discussing the situation of the Bahá’ís in Egypt. We were fortunate enough to have a BBC documentary on the state of affairs as well as a Bahá’í who is from Egypt and had just visited the country a few weeks before the interview. This real life experience was invaluable to understanding the situation at present.

Show 7:

Topic: Education – both material and spiritual
This was an in-depth exploration of the topic of education from a Bahá’í perspective. Pamela O’Toole from Guyana was in the studio and the interviewed detailed the NGO that she started over 20 years ago. The NGO focuses on literacy, youth empowerment, child labour, health and a number of other facets of daily life in Guyana. She has also started a school with her husband that provides education to ages ranging from play school to degree courses at the post secondary level.

Show 8:

Topic: Health and healing
This show coincided with the United Nations World Health Day and delved into some of the Bahá’í Writings on health and healing. The two methods of healing, physical and spiritual, were outlined and their application to different situations was explored. 

Show 9:

Topic: History and administration of the Bahá’í Faith
This show began to outline the historical account of the life of the Báb and Bahá’u’lláh. This is a very brief introduction to Their lives and the lives of ‘Abdu’l-Bahá and Shoghi Effendi were charted out as well. From this vantage point the administration of the Bahá’í Faith was delineated at the international, national and local levels. 

Show 10:

Topic: The declaration of Bahá’u’lláh & life after death
This show explored both the declaration of Bahá’u’lláh in the Garden of Ridvan as well as the concept of life after death from the Bahá’í Writings. There were two members of the Guelph Bahá’í community in the studio to be interviewed about life after death. They had both recently lost a parent and this concept was very pertinent to them at this time.

Show 11:

Topic: Consultation as a process of decision making, progressive revelation, oneness of humanity, engineering and the process of consultation
This show was an interview with Benjamin Kelly, who is currently pursuing his PhD at McMaster University. This show focused on a number of topics as outlined above. Ben talked about his process in becoming a Bahá’í as well as his PhD research in which he is investigating how engineers are beginning to explore collaboration with the local population that they are serving.
Show 12: 

Topic: Prayer and the Bahá’í Houses of Worship
This show was devoted in its entirety to the exploration of prayer from a Bahá’í perspective. There were two documentaries that were done in the United States which were aired on “the Bahá’í Hour”. The first was from ABC television in the US while the latter was from a municipal group that conducted a survey to find the seventh wonder of Illinois. The reason for airing these two programs is that the Bahá’í House of Worship in the United States has won the title of the seventh wonder of Illinois.  
Show 13: 

Topic: Mothers

This show was dedicated to mother on Mother’s Day 2007. On this particular show a group of mothers who have formed a group called the MOMs (Maidens of the Merciful) were interviewed. Their purpose is to serve humanity in their capacity as mothers in this team. The show explored the role and station of mothers from a Bahá’í perspective.
Show 14: 

Topic: Declaration of the Báb & Ascension of Bahá’u’lláh
This show was dedicated to these two Holydays which both fall in May; Declaration of the Báb (23 May) & Ascension of Bahá’u’lláh (29 May). This show was especial since it had a rare CD of Seals and Crofts who are some famous Bahá’í artists as well as William Sears one of the Hands of the Cause of God. This show was musically based with the songs telling the story rather than narrated in person.
Show 15: 

Topic: The Báb
This show was dedicated to an exploration of the Báb. This show was especial since it had a rare CD of Seals and Crofts who are some famous Bahá’í artists as well as William Sears one of the Hands of the Cause of God. This show was musically based with the songs telling the story rather than narrated in person. This show also had a recording that was done many years ago about the life of the Báb, songs about His Wife, His Two-Fold Mission and about the Letters of the Living.

Show 16: 

Topic: Father’s Day & Smith and Dragoman
This show was dedicated to Father’s day and songs were played by local musicians Smith and Dragoman in preparation for their upcoming concert in Guelph on Friday July 6th at 8 pm at War Memorial Hall at the University of Guelph. The songs that were played were from both their earlier double CD as well as their latest album “Under the Lote Tree”.
Show 17: 

Topic: Children’s classes and junior youth empowerment programmes
This show was dedicated to talking about a service project that is happening here in Guelph. This project revolves around the education of children and junior youth. In this context the education is not book learning but bout moral development and the moulding of character. An interview was conducted with two of the individuals who are working with the children and junior youth.

While the Bahá'í Faith is still a relatively young religion, it has made a number of efforts throughout the world to develop programs that will promote both the material and the spiritual progress not only of its members but of the wider communities in which they live. Many of these activities fall under the broad heading of social and economic development--health care and literacy training, the establishment of schools, income-generating projects--but some have a distinct focus on moral training such as the one we discussed on this show!
Show 18: 

Topic: Devotional gatherings and children’s classes 
This show further explored the core activities that the Bahá’í community is implementing. Here we looked at two of the core activities, namely devotional gatherings and children’s classes. There was an interview with Lisa Flynn who was assisting to facilitate a workshop that was creating human resources to conduct children’s classes. She discusses a little about a group that she assists in Toronto. There were two presentations that were played. One is on devotional gatherings and the other on children’s classes. Show 19: 

Topic: Martyrdom of the Báb
This show was a very special one. Bahá’í communities all over the world will be commemorating the martyrdom of the Báb on July 9. We played a recording of a production that recounts the tale in a beautiful manner. This is a tale of the life of the Báb from when he was a child all the way to his Martyrdom in His 30th year.

Show 20: 

Topic: Ruhi curriculum for human resource development & personal accounts of becoming a Bahá’í
This show was an in-depth interview about a curriculum that has been created that will empower those who participate in them and engender in them the qualities and traits to become better equipped to serve humanity. This human resource development curriculum was created in Columbia and is called the Ruhi Institute. Also there was a number of personal accounts of how individuals came to hear about the Bahá’í Faith and their stories of investigation of this religion.

Show 21: 

Topic: Introduction to Bahá'u'lláh & personal accounts of becoming a Bahá’í
This show focused on an introduction to the person of Bahá'u'lláh and His Revelation. It was a recording of a documentary done by Douglas Martin. Both of these two videos is available on www.bahaivideos.org There was also a personal account of how individuals came to hear about the Bahá’í Faith and their stories of investigation of this religion. 

Show 22: 

Topic: Documentary on the Revelation of Bahá'u'lláh

This show focused on an introduction to the Revelation of Bahá'u'lláh. It was a recording of a documentary and is available on www.bahaivideos.org 
Music from Seals and Crofts was also showcased on this show as well as local musicians Smith and Dragoman.

Show 23: 

Topic: Bahá’í Houses of Worship
This show focused on an introduction to the Bahá’í Houses of Worship around the world. It was a recording of a documentary entitled “Symbols of the Spirit Temples of the Bahá’í Faith” and is available on www.bahaivideos.org

Show 24: 

Topic: Concept of Unity
This show focused on the often challenging concept of unity through exploring what the Bahá’í Faith’s perspective is on this issue. It was a recording of a documentary entitled “Humanity's Encounter with Bahá’u’lláh” and is available on www.bahaivideos.org 

More information can be obtained from 
Show 25: 

Topic: Concept of Family
This show focused on the vital concept of family from a Bahá’í perspective. It was a recording of a documentary entitled “Family: Seeds of World Peace” and is available on www.youtube.com This was a three part documentary on this topic and very insightful with examples of what various Bahá’í communities are doing around North America.
Show 26: 

Topic: Bahá'u'lláh and the Bahá’í Faith
This show focused on documentaries about Bahá'u'lláh and individual’s search to the Bahá’í Faith. The documentaries were entitled “Bahá'u'lláh and the Bahá’í Faith” and are available on www.youtube.com This was a five part documentary on this topic.
Show 27: 

Topic: Being and becoming a Bahá’í 
This show focused on two presentations; the first was of the process of becoming a Bahá’í (http://bahaistudy.com) and the later on a person’s personal journey to the Bahá’í Faith (http://bahaistudy.com). 
Show 28: 

Topic: Unity in the Bahá’í Faith 
This show revolved around the topic of unity since that is the major aim and purpose of the Bahá’í Faith. All of the music that was played complimented this theme. 

The Bahá’í Faith was the focus of a 30-minute episode in the weekly PBS series "I Believe," hosted by Dennis Wholey. The veteran television host interviews Randolph Dobbs, a Bahá’í from Los Angeles, who answers questions from the Los Angeles Bahá’í Center. This interview was played in its entirety.
Show 29: 

Topic: Persecution of the Bahá’ís in Iran 
This show revolved around the ongoing persecution of the Bahá’ís in Iran. The focus of this show was on their denial to access to higher education which has been ongoing for almost 3 decades. There were a number of interviews that were played in their entirety. One such interview was when President Lee Bollinger of Columbia University challenged the president of Iran on human rights violations in Iran, including the persecution of members of the Bahá’í Faith, ahead of his speech on the Columbia University campus on Monday, September 24.

Show 30: 

Topic: Bahá’í Elections Process
This show outlined and discussed the Bahá’í elections process. This show was an interview with Benjamin Kelly, who is currently pursuing his PhD at McMaster University in sociology. The process of electing the local, national, and international governing bodies was addressed. There were comparisons made to the existing methods of election but more focus was devoted to the types of characteristics one is to examine in determining who to cast their vote for.
Show 31: 

Topic: The Birth of the Báb
This show was dedicated to an exploration of the Báb. This show was especial since it had a rare CD of Seals and Crofts who are some famous Bahá’í artists as well as William Sears one of the Hands of the Cause of God. This show was musically based with the songs telling the story rather than narrated in person. This show also had a recording that was done many years ago about the life of the Báb, songs about His Wife, His Two-Fold Mission and about the Letters of the Living.

Show 32: 

Topic: King of Samoa & Accompaniment in South Carolina
This show played a beautiful piece about the life of the King of Samoa who was a Bahá’í. It also detailed the process of accompaniment in community building in South Carolina. It looked at how a community can come together in prayer and education of children and junior youth.

Show 33: 

Topic: 50th Anniversary of Shoghi Effendi’s passing 
This show was in honour of the 50th anniversary of the passing of Shoghi Effendi. This show is going to be devoted to him and the music will be related to his person. It outlined his person and role in the Bahá’í Faith. There was an interview by Gloria Lattimore-Peace, hostess and producer of "The H30 Art of Life Show" on Chicago Access Network TV Channel 19 in which she interviewed a husband and wife who are Bahá’ís. This was a brief excerpt of a longer interview.
Show 34: 

Topic: Birth of Bahá’u’lláh
This show was musically based show since it is a Holy Day. This Holy Day is to mark the Birth of Bahá’u’lláh, the founder of the Bahá’í Faith. This show is going to be devoted to him and the music will be related to His Person. It also outlined his person and role in the Bahá’í Faith. There was a wide selection of music from artists from around the world.
Show 35: 

Topic: Day of the Covenant
This show is on the Covenant of Bahá'u'lláh it was a Bahá’í Holy Day that of the Day of the Covenant. This Holy Day is to mark the appointment of ‘Abdu’l-Bahá as the Centre of the Covenant. This show was devoted to Him and the music will be related to His Station and purpose. There was also the latter half of an interview by Gloria Lattimore-Peace, hostess and producer of "The H30 Art of Life Show" on Chicago Access Network TV Channel 19 in which she interviewed a husband and wife who are Bahá’ís. 

Show 36: 

Topic: Ascension of ‘Abdu’l-Bahá
