Directions to the University of Guelph – Detailed
Traveling from the North (Fergus, Mount Forest, Owen Sound) 
· Take Highway 6 South to Guelph.

· When entering Guelph Highway 6 turns into Woolwich Street at the north end of the city, then further down into Gordon Street; Continue south on this road directly to Stone Road. (approx. 20 min. drive)
· Turn east on Stone Road then take your first left (The University Centre is the first drive on your left hand side).

Traveling from the South (St. Catherines, Hamilton, Puslinch)
· Take Hwy 6 North to the 401 
· Hwy 6 then becomes 46 (Brock Road) at the 401 Expressway
· Travel over the 401 Expressway and continue traveling north for approximately 12 km into Guelph. 
· Brock Road becomes Gordon Street.

· The campus becomes visible at the intersection of Gordon Street and Stone Road.) 
· Travel east on Stone Road and take your first left (enter off stone, parking is to your immediate left)
· The University Centre is immediately to the North.
Traveling from the East (Milton, Mississauga, Toronto) 

· Travel west on the 401 expressway for approximately 45 minutes to exit 299.

· Take exit 299 northbound (46 Brock Road) and travel north for approximately 12 km into Guelph. 

· Brock Road becomes Gordon Street.

· The campus becomes visible at the intersection of Gordon Street and Stone Road.) 
· Travel east on Stone Road and take your first left (enter off stone, parking is to your immediate left)
· The University Centre is immediately to the North.
Traveling from the West (Detroit, Windsor, London)

· Travel east on Hwy 401 to Exit #295

· Take exit 295 northbound (Hanlon Expressway) and travel north for approximately 12 km into Guelph. 

· Travel east on Stone Road (travel past past Gordon Street)
· The University Centre is immediately to the North.
Parking on Campus

Visitors for campus tours offered by Admission Services are advised to park in the Visitor Section of Lot P31 (supervised by a parking attendant at the P31 kiosk). Parking in Lot P31 is $2/hour and requires a deposit (maximum $16 cash) upon arrival.

Metered Parking is also available on the north side of South Ring Road in Lot P8 between Mountain and Prairie Halls at a rate of $2 per hour.

No free parking is available on campus on weekdays between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m.
