MV Infected
To be culled as quickly

as producer can 
afford.

Pregnant first-time lambing ewes
Raise own lambs to weaning

From main flock
into separate 

premise

Weaned market
lambs to main flock
until ready for sale

Back to main 
flock after lambs

are weaned

Qualifying test for 
Enrolled status

All POSITIVE sheep
can be marketed or 

returned to main flock

Is Offspring
flock test
negative?

Weaned replacement
lambs until old enough

for testing

OFFSPRING FLOCK

FIRST TIME LAMBING FLOCK

At weaning, move 
replacement lambs (offspring) 

to separate premise

“Enrolled”
Negative test

“Enrolled”
Negative test

Once Offspring
flock is “Enrolled”
status or higher,

new offspring
additions must

have 2 negative
tests 8 to 12
weeks apart

Test offspring 
when � 180 
days of age

Continue with protocols for 
Whole Flock test
