Brief Course Synopsis:

This course introduces students to scholarly research and writing in the discipline of Theatre Studies
through variable-topic theoretical inquiry and secondary research. Emphasis will be placed the
application of theory to analysis, the use of evidence, the development a research question and the
practice of scholarly writing.
