Britain, France, Italy, Portugal, Spain, 
Germany – or Europe as a whole); have 
an attested level of First Class or 2:1 
Bachelor of Arts Honours Degree (or 
equivalent); are among the top 5-10 
students of their year; possess a near-
native, degree-level command of TWO 
of the following languages: English, 
French, Italian, Portuguese, Polish, 
German and Spanish – together with a 
basic knowledge of, or a willingness to 
acquire, a third language.
