Successful applicants are

guaranteed competitive funding
support: a minimum of two teaching
assistantships (approximately
$5,694.57 per assistantship); students
with strong qualifications will also
receive a top-up scholarship (amounts
range from $1,000 to $15,000).
Applicants are strongly encouraged

to apply for the Ontario Graduate
Scholarship (worth $5,000 per
semester); the deadline to apply for
OGS is at the end of October.

Admission Requirements

The normal requirement for admission
to the LACS MA program is the
equivalent of an Honours degree from
a recognized institution with at least a
high second-class standing (78% or
higher) in the last 2 years of study. At
least a reading knowledge of Spanish
is required.

A two-page double spaced Letter of
Intent is a very important part of the
application dossier. It allows applicants
to demonstrate their communication
skills and, most importantly, their
ability to envision a long-term research
project. A successful letter of intent
states an applicant’s area of research
interest, and demonstrates that

the applicant has read some of the
academic work that pertains to their
proposed research area or field.

Applications received by February

1st have a better chance of receiving
good financial packages. However,
applications are considered throughout
the year.
