Brief Course Synopsis: 

This advanced workshop involves writing and assessing fiction (not poetry). Students will: 

write a narrative description and two short stories; revise one story; provide constructive 

feedback on writing by their peers; read and assess writing by professional writers; participate 

in and lead class conversations. 

 

 

Methods of Evaluation and Weight: 

Participation: 20 % 

Constructive feedback to peers: 15 % 

Narrative description: 5 % 

Short story #1: 10 % 

Short story # 2: 25 %
