Students will gain a deeper understanding of the basic elements of creative writing 
(character development, effective dialogue, narrative arc, and setting) through practical 
experiments, discussions, and group writing exercises. Through the writing workshops, 
students will hone their skills as creative writers, critical thinkers, and editors.
