Brief Course Synopsis: 
This course offers an overview of the practice of literary criticism and an introduction to 
literary theory. Students examine issues that develop from reading, interpretation, and 
evaluation of primary fictional and theoretical texts. Critical responses engage the assumptions 
and methodological implications of theoretically informed approaches to literary criticism 
(from a range of schools, including New Criticism and Critical Race Theory).
