SPAN*3230 Literature and Arts II: Latin America
Prerequisite(s): SPAN*2990 or the permission of the instructor
“In One Sitting”
Course Description:
This course will discuss representative Latin American short stories and films. Focusing on textual analysis, this course will study how the reader, or the viewer is involved in the story as well as how the story or the film hopes to influence social change.
Works to be Studied:
Each class we will discuss from one to maximum three (short) short stories by authors such as Horacio Quiroga, Juan Rulfo, Jorge Luis Borges, Gabriel García Márquez, Julio Cortázar, Elena Poniattowska, Isabel Allende, a short novel El coronel no tiene quien le escriba by García Márquez, or Latin American films such as Cuban classic ¨Fresas y chocolate,¨ Mexican film based on Laura Esquivel’s novel ¨Como agua para chocolate,¨ and the film ¨Frida Kahlo¨ film.  The course will also discuss why Latin American telenovela´s are so popular locally and internationally.
 Learning outcomes: 
At the end of this course students will
· Read/watch “texts” closely
· Identify aspects of short story and film and discuss how they are used in the development of the      story/message.

·Improve and enrich oral fluency in Spanish through reading texts and viewing films in Spanish. 

· Formulate conclusions based on textual analysis, comparisons, and contrasts. 
· Build arguments and write essays in Spanish.
