Course Content 
 
Specific Learning Outcomes: 
By the end of this course, students should be able to:  

• Learning Outcome 1: think about a specific research topic from different perspectives, 
as well as evaluate the process of drawing conclusions in psychological research. This is 
an invaluable tool that allows students to judge the merit of any new piece of 
information they learn, whether in psychology or another field.  

• Learning Outcome 2: understand key concepts from the text and lectures, as well as 
show quantitative literacy by interpreting numerical data in various formats (tables, 
graphs, charts).  

• Learning Outcome 3: apply concepts that we learn about in class to real world 
examples.  

• Learning Outcome 4: evaluate the ethical merits of psychological research and practice, 
and identify the ethical principles that form the foundation in the field of psychology. 
Students will also act in a way that shows academic integrity, and will manage their time 
and plan in advance to complete the many responsibilities of being a student. 

• Learning Outcome 5: appreciate how the field of psychology developed through history, 
and how the dominant perspective has changed as we learned more about ourselves. 
Students will also consider how our methods of measuring psychological phenomena 
have evolved with technology.   

• Learning Outcome 6: pick out key concepts from the text and lectures and design a 
personalized set of study notes based on that content. Students who do this 
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demonstrate the following abilities: reading comprehension, language comprehension, 
conceptual understanding, and the ability to combine similar concepts and express 
those concepts.

  - Courselink (D2L): You will use Courselink (D2L) (http://courselink.uoguelph.ca) for just about 
everything with this course (sign on with your same ID and password that you were given for 
your U. of G. email). It is useful to discuss content on discussion boards, check your grades, and 
complete the online assignments. Furthermore, you can access the lecture slides, the course 
outline, and links to the library website and the SONA online research participation. 

  I reserve the right to change the lecture slides prior to the lecture. I will post the revised 
slides after class. Although you will have the lecture slides prior to class, I strongly recommend 
that you attend all the lectures and take notes. The lectures will not simply regurgitate what is 
in the text, and the slides alone will not provide sufficient detail to succeed on an exam. If you 
miss a class, you are responsible for getting the material that you missed.  
- REVEL: REVEL is a collection of online resources that you can purchase with your text to help 
you learn the content, but none of it is required to earn grades for this course. To access REVEL, 
go to https://console.pearson.com/enrollment/2t9psu to Register (first time user – see 
handout on Courselink for instructions) and Sign in.

- Online Assignments:   

You will have the opportunity to complete five online assignments that you can 
access through the ‘Quizzes’ tab on Courselink. Each assignment covers material that is 
relevant for the upcoming exam and can be a valuable study tool for you. You will NOT 
have access to the assignment after the due date unless you complete at least one 
question and submit it prior to the due date.  

You will be given many opportunities to look over your assignment before your 
submit, and you can attempt the assignment as many times as you want before the due 
date. Your LAST submission will count so make sure that is your best attempt. You will 
find your grade and the correct answers AFTER the due date. 

Because you have access to all assignments from the first day of class, and the 
answers will be posted immediately after the due date, an assignment arriving after the 
due date will automatically be assigned a grade of 0. This includes if there are internet 
issues, computer problems, medical or compassionate reasons, and if Courselink goes 
down. As such, you are encouraged to complete these assignments well in advance of 
the due date. There are only two exceptions to this: One is for a student who registered 
late for the course, didn’t have access to Courselink for up to 4 days prior to the due 
date of the assignment, and can show valid documentation for the late registration.  
Another is for a student who can show a documented reason for why they were unable 
to fulfill their academic duties since the beginning of the term.  
- Midterm:  

There will be one in-class midterm consisting of 50 multiple-choice questions 
that will be based on the lecture material and module readings. The midterm is 
scheduled for Tuesday October 22nd. You will be allowed 80 minutes to complete the 
midterm. Practice questions and other study aids that accompany the text can be found 
on REVEL. You midterm will not be returned to you, nor will we have time to go over it 
in class. Please contact one of our TAs if you want to review your midterm. You will find 
your grades on Courselink. 

If extenuating circumstances arise (medical or compassionate reasons) and you 
have official documentation of the problem that occurred on the date of the midterm, 
then email me immediately and bring me your documentation as soon as you’re able 
(you can always email it to me at aolthof@uoguelph.ca). You will also need to contact 
our TA Chantal Dougan at cdougan@uoguelph.ca to arrange to write the make-up 
midterm. If you cannot write the make-up midterm by 5 pm on Friday October 25th, 
then your final exam will be weighed more heavily (it will count for 70% of your final 
grade). If you do not provide documentation, you will receive 0 on the midterm.  

 - Final Exam: 
  The final exam will be held on December 7th, 2019 from 7 – 9 pm. You will have 2 
hours to answer 100 multiple-choice questions that will be based on the lectures and 
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assigned module readings. The exam will be cumulative, but it will be weighed most 
heavily on the new material covered after the midterm. There is no make-up exam for 
the final exam. If you miss the exam, you need to petition to write a deferred exam.  
- Research Participation: 
  Volunteering as a participant in a study can deepen your understanding of the 
research that is going on in your own department, and you are encouraged to 
participate if you see a study that interests you. You can earn up to 5% toward your final 
grade by participating in research. To find out how to sign up for studies, read the ‘SONA 
Research Participation Instructions for Students’ handout on Courselink (you’ll find it 
under the ‘Content’ tab).
